The research deals with the Syrian prince Cadmus, who entered
Greek mythology and classical sources. These sources also dealt with
the origin of this prince and his suffering, which began when the god
Zeus kidnapped his sister, Princess Europe, and his journey to Asia
Minor and from there to continental Greece, asking the oracle in
Delphi about his kidnapped sister, and searching in vain for her. , and
working to establish his city and walk behind the cow whose sitting
determined the place of founding the new city of Tyre, and in order to
give religious legitimacy to the founding of the city he wanted to make
offerings to the goddess Athena, but the need for water prompted him
to kill the dragon or the serpent associated with the god Ares and sow
his teeth in the good land that grew men armed with weapons This
affected the wrath of the god Ares, and he ruled that Cadmus serve

him, marry his daughter, and help him establish the city of Thebes.

The Greeks did not elevate Cadmus to the ranks of the gods, as
is their custom when one of them establishes a city in which he is
sanctified and becomes a god
